Bukayo Saka was put on the
field to turn possession into
penetration, to create
chances for an England team
that had scored only one goal
in two matches at the Euro-
pean Championship.

He did all that and more,
but he still came up short in
one particular area.

Raheem Sterling scored the
only goal in England's 1-0 vic-
tory over the Czech Republic
on Tuesday by heading in a
cross from Jack Grealish
that flew just over the jump-
ing Saka's own head.

"It was a great cross from
Jack and Raheem was there
for the goal," the 19-year-old
midfielder said.

"T almost got there but I'm
just not quite tall enough."

He was good enough, how-
ever. Good enough to get
UEFA's player of the match
award. And maybe even good
enough to stay in the starting
lineup when England plays
its next Euro 2020 match in
the round of 16.

"He earned that opportuni-
ty (to play) tonight and he
has grabbed it," England
coach Gareth Southgate said.

England already knew it
had advanced to the round of
16 before the game at Wemb-
ley Stadium had started, al-
lowing Southgate to try
something new with an at-
tack that has created very lit-
tle since the tournament be-
gan. The two new some-
things were Saka and Greal-

ish.

"The instructions were just
to play, you know, have fun,
play with freedom, express
yourself," Saka said.

"We've already qualified,
there's no pressure on us,
just have fun out there and
that's what I tried to do."

Saka did for England what
he had been doing all season
for Arsenal, and it worked.

Now Southgate will have to
decide if the teen stays in the
starting lineup, something
that could depend on the
team's next opponent. As
Group D winners, England
will face either World Cup
champion France, defending
champion Portugal, Ger-
many or Hungary at Wemb-
ley Stadium on Tuesday in
the next round.

"He (Southgate) said that's
one of my qualities, it's what
I've done all season at my
club," Saka said.

"He just told me to play how
I do at my club. Play confi-
dent, play free and express
yourself and that's what 1
did."

It was Saka's first start in a
major international tourna-
ment and only his sixth ap-
pearance for England. But,
remarkably, it was his sec-
ond man of the match award.
The young man who grew up
in nearby Ealing earned the
other in his third appearance
for the national team - a 3-0
victory over Ireland in No-
vember.

"I am a local boy. I've gone
past the stadium millions of
times," Saka said.

Keeper Hugo recalls 2016 goal that gave Portugal trophy

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France goalkeeper Hugo
Lloris remembers well the
sinking feeling he had after
conceding the goal that gave

Portugal the European
Championship title five
years ago.

The two teams have met
since then, as recently as last
November when France won
in Lisbon to clinch a spot in
the Nations League finals,
and met again on Wednesday
in their last group game at
Euro 2020.

But the context of their
showdown at Euro 2016 was
so different. It was a delicate
and poignant time for a
French nation recovering
from a wave of deadly terror
attacks that killed 130 people
in Paris in November 2015.

"It was the final of a Euro,
with everything it had pro-
duced in terms of emotion
throughout the whole tour-
nament," Lloris said Tues-
day.

"Yes, it is a painful memory
because there was this defeat
in what was a difficult time
for the French."

Wanting to win the trophy
for a suffering nation trying
to heal, Les Bleus beat Ger-
many to reach the final.

Backed by a vocal home

crowd waving red-white-and
blue flags they were favored
to win the final on July 10 at
Stade de France, especially
when Portugal forward Cris-
tiano Ronaldo limped off in-
jured midway through the
first half.

France dominated but
missed chances. Then, in the
last seconds of normal time,
substitute Andre-Pierre Gi-
gnac hit the post.

After that, the game started
turning and unheralded sub-
stitute Eder's long-range
strike in the second half of

extra time bounced just out

of Lloris' outstretched hand
and crept inside the post.

Eleven minutes later,
France's players sank to the
ground with their dreams of
a third European title over,
while the injured Ronaldo
hobbled with delight.

It took time for France to
recover from the loss on
home soil, but Lloris thinks
it ultimately helped motivate
the players two years later.

"On the back of it we were
able to build our success at
the World Cup in Russia, and
the two things are most cer-
tainly linked," he said.
